Singles Leaders, Pastors & Individuals



 

• Continue to give out business cards, newsletters, postcards, bulletins and other marketing pieces to help get the word out about your ministry. Encourage your singles to use them when at restaurants, doctor's offices, neighbors etc. When telling others about you ministry, it's good to have something to hand them. Note: Be creative as well. For my singles group we have a line on the back that allows each person to put their own name and contact information. 

• Please be mindful of what you are watching on TV/Movie choices; others are watching your example. 

• Please wear names tags to help new people know who you are as well as married people of your church. This creates great public relations. 

• All events planned need to go through leadership approval if you plan on using the churches name as the sponsor. Never schedule an event that would compete with an existing event for the entire ministry. 

• Please be on time for events. (When you are late you are disrespecting the person (people) there and saying their time isn't as valuable as yours. 

• Please attend leadership meetings and training. Again, so that your input if valued and used but also as an example.

• Be in prayer daily for this ministry, the other leaders, pastors, etc and yourself.  

• Always be looking for those who would make great volunteers/team members. Be willing to to talk with them about serving. 

• Nip gossip in the bud, staring with yourself first. Encourage anything you hear to be dwelt with between people first. 

• Be aware of what you are wearing. We would never want our brother or sister to fall. 

• We ask that you discourage those who come to only find a date and leave. We want to encourage friendships first. Be the eyes and ears of the ministry by watching for those who only come to date. Note: Heaven forbid you find your mate in church/ministry...we do want folks to date within our ministries and churches but we want to also protect those who use our ministries to get a date and not interested in God leading them to do so.

• Please let others know that until you are divorce, we consider you married. Please wear you wedding ring and do not date. Note: Each church/ministry has to decide this but, whatever you decide, enforce.

• When dating, be aware of your body language as to edify in the Lord. We also encourage you to stay in our singles ministry while you dating for accountability. 

•Deal with conflict quickly by going to the person that has offended you vs. talking or venting behind their backs. Never talk negative about the pastor/leaders as this only divides the body. If you have a problem, again, go that person. 

• Continue to keep yourself knowledgeable of what the church/ministry offers, lending help to others. Don't reinvent the wheel. If the church is having a missions project, special Sunday, needs help with 3 year olds, singles should be involved..involved in the whole church. Remember, if you want to be married, its good to be around married people. At the same time, married people need to see what it is to be single. Singles ministry is a gateway to the whole church. The more we work together, the more we can support the work that God is trying to do for all of us. 

• You are the voice of this ministry, with one word you can lift it or divide it, choose what you say carefully.

• We encourage you to start on time and end on time.

• Encourage folks to do their Sunday and or small group lesson ahead of time. 

• Allow everyone time to share

• Be looking for new folks and involve them as quickly as possible.

• Encourage the quiet people to talk and the talkers to be quiet. 

• Be creative and think outside the box to keep folks connects.

• Follow-up, follow-up, follow-up.
